Passover Seder Meal 
     This Sunday night you will have the opportunity to travel back 2,000 years 
to the upper room and to discover what the Passover Seder was like for Je-
sus and His disciples.  My friend Rabbi Derek Leman, who serves the Tikvat 
David congregation, will be present to lead us in the two hour, full meal Pass-
over Seder in the Perry Fellowship Hall.  This meal is still observed by Jewish 
families today, and it portrays how God provided for His people through the 
exodus out of Egypt and beyond.  It was during this same Passover Seder 
event in the Bible that Jesus added a new meaning to the bread and the cup 
that were shared, creating an event we now call “the Lord’s Supper.”  Ever 
wondered why we use unleavened bread for the Lord’s Supper?  Ever con-
sidered why Jesus took the cup “after supper” as a symbol of His blood?  
Ever thought about how the Jewish faith formed the root out of which our 
Christian faith grew?  These and many other items will be shared and ex-
plained during the Passover Seder.  We will observe the Lord’s Supper dur-
ing our morning services, and then come together for the Passover Seder 
that night. Putting these two events on the same day will be a great illustra-
tion of how they are connected.  I look forward to seeing you this week for 
this wonderful experience. 
 
Sanctuary Capital Campaign 
     The current three-year capital campaign, entitled God Is Able, concludes 
at the end of April, and the new capital campaign begins May 1, 2010.  The 
new campaign will be themed God Is Faithful—Yesterday, Today, & Forever 
and will celebrate God’s promise of faithfulness in times past as well as in the 
days ahead.  The financial goal of pledging $4.4M applies to this next cam-
paign (God Is Faithful), which will be one of the goals required to be met in 
order to commence with the sanctuary construction.  As one capital campaign 
ends, the next one begins:
